
An appeal by either party must be filed within 
5 business days. An Appeal Panel will be 

appointed by the alternate Co-Chair (ACC).

Appeal Panel will determine whether 
there was a reasonable basis for the 

appealed aspect(s) of the initial decision.

The matter is sent to the OCC, who 
will then determine sanction and 

meet with the parties to share report 
in accordance with procedures.

The President makes 
the final determination.

An appeal of this 
decision must be 

filed within 5 
business days.

Appeal Panel issues a 
brief written decision 
and submits it to the 

OCC.

The OCC will meet with the parties to notify them 
of the report in accordance with procedures.

The matter is sent back to the OCC, who 
removes the sanction, decides on any follow-

up action, and then meets with the parties.

Appeal Panel 
overturns a finding 
of policy violation.
